Best spots for spectators. If you’re a fan of someone 
running the Blue Water Half Marathon and want to 
cheer them on the course, everyone will be safer and 
more comfortable, your runner included, if you don’t 
drive on the race course. Use other streets to get 
around. Don’t cross the race course. Again, it’s 
better to use other streets.

Intersections controled by police officers from the 
Port Huron Public Safety Department and St. Clair 
County Sheriff. Motorists must stop when directed to 
do so. Runners need to be aware that this is an open 
course: Marshals and police officers will try to control 
intersection traffic, but it is impossible to keep cars off 
the course. Pay attention. 

Parking: Runners should park in the YMCA structure 
at Military and White streets. Shuttle buses will take 
racers to the starting line.
