Please let us know if you are interested in being a Pack Pickup location for registered
Human Challengers to come by your place of business and pick up their goody bags
prior to the event.

At registration, three flags will be given to all Human challengers. Humans entering
the posted “Infected Zones) will need to avoid Zombies that are in quick pursuit of
challenger’s flags, hoping to capture them and infect them with the virus. Human
Challengers will need to progress as quickly as possible through 20 course obstacles
before the undead claim them as one of their own. Human Challengers must cross the
finish line with one flag in order to receive a certificate of completion. There will also
be an End of Days Survivors dance party following the race.

Purpose of the Race:

The proceeds allow the Temple Railroad & Heritage Museum to offer youth and adult
educational enrichment programming, continue providing complementary services to
military families and fund restoration efforts of rolling stock and railroad depot.

OFFICIAL RULES FOR ALL RUNNERS

1. Participants under the age of 18 must bring a printed consent form signed by a
parent or legal guardian. We will not be able to let you participate in the run
otherwise. Children under 12 years of age will not be able to participate in the Escape
From Temple Zombie Challenge event but are free to be spectators.

2. All participants must wear a race bib with their participant number clearly shown on
the front of their attire.

3. Runners/walkers must not take another runner’s flags, chase other runners or pick
up flags from the ground.

4. Runners/walkers may choose to skip obstacles. Alert a course official if you cannot
complete an obstacle. If you skip an obstacle, you will still be able to finish the race.

5. Flags must be visible to course officials and zombies. The flags may not be covered
by long clothing and must be worn on the sides of the body.

6. Runners and zombies must not have direct or intentional physical contact. Runners
and zombies must not touch, hit, punch, tackle, scratch or do any other harm to each
other’s physical health. Violations of the rules will automatically disqualify; runners or



zombies will be escorted from the premises without a refund.

7. Teams are allowed and recommended to assist in making it through the challenge
course

The Course

The course begins at point of impact at the Temple Railroad & Heritage Museum.
Human Challengers will walk from Ave. B to 6 Street and will maneuver through an
abandon building and a vacant alleyway to enter the evacuation route area. The
evacuation zone is two-block course made up of rugged terrain, 20 obstacles stations,
and 5 Zombie “Infested Zones” that makes this challenge course one that all
participants will remember. The race will end after dusk.

The course will serve as a true test of wits; will and determination of the Human
Challengers to survive and receive a ticket to board the last train out of Temple and
live another day!

The Obstacles

A series of man-made obstacles will be physically challenging, but far from impossible.
The obstacles will test strength, speed and the teamwork between fellow survivors.
Participants will need to climb, crawl, throw and dive their way to the finish line. The
obstacles will include a mud pit, tunnels, slide, maze, supply hunt, and log crawl. This
isn't boot camp!

ALL PARTICIPANTS WILL BE REQUIRED TO SIGN A RACE WAIVER.
