The
awards ceremony will follow the race and start
when the results are ready by T&H Timing.
Preliminary results will be posted while runners 
and walkers are still finishing. The overall male and
female runner and walker will receive a $50 gift
certificate to Gazelle Sports. The top three (3) 
finishers in each age division, male and female 
will receive an award.
